1 .
BLENNERVILLE CHANNEL: Bottom fishing during flood and high water for flounder and some bass. Specimen bass recorded here.

2.
DERRYMORE STRAND: Surf fishing for flatfish, ray and occasional bass. Also bottom fishing for flatfish, ray and occasional bass at Derrymore Point, but access difficult.

3.
CASTLEGREGORY: Fishing for flatfish and occasional bass near stream.

4.
L. GILL RIVER MOUTH: Fishing for flatfish, dogfish and occasional bass at high water. Further north at Sandy Bay, painted, thornback, sting rays and dogfish are taken from the car park during the last of the flood and high water. Specimen sting ray recorded here.

5.
FAHAMORE: Bottom fishing, float fishing and spinning for conger, wrasse and pollack over rough ground.

6.
BRANDON BAY: Surf fishing all along this beach for flatfish and occasional bass. Occasional ray taken during summer months.

7.
CLOGHANE: Spinning and bottom fishing for good flounder and occasional bass on flooding tide. Many specimen flounder recorded here and crab best bait.

8.
BALLYQUIN BEACH: Surf fishing for flatfish, spurdog, lesser and greater dogfish and occasional bass.

9.
BRANDON CREEK: Rock fishing on eastern shore for conger, wrasse and lesser and greater dogfish. Spinning for pollack and mackerel.

10.
FEOHANAGH: Rock fishing for wrasse and conger and spinning for pollack. Specimen wrasse recorded here.

11.
BALLINRANNIG: Surf fishing for flatfish and occasional bass. Many specimen flounder recorded here near pipe outlet.

12.
DUN AN OIR: Float fishing on western side of Smerwick Harbour for wrasse, also spinning for pollack.

13.
FERRITER'S COVE: Bottom fishing for flounder, dab and dogfish. Fishing near stream on last of flood and high water has produced specimen flounder.

14.
CLOGHER HEAD: Very good wrasse from northern side of headland. Irish Record taken from here. Care must be taken in wet and windy conditions, as access is very difficult.

15.
DUNQUIN: Spinning and float fishing for pollack and wrasse below‑‑‑Ryan's Daughterschool house. Access difficult in wet conditions.

16.
SLEA HEAD: Spinning and float fishing for pollack and wrasse all along here. Access difficult.

17.
PARKMORE POINT: Rock fishing for pollack, wrasse and conger over very rough bottom.

18.
VENTRY PIER: Bottom fishing for dogfish, especially good at night.

19.
VENTRY STRAND: Bottom fishing for dogfish, flatfish and occasional bass and mullet.

20.
REENBEG: Bottom fishing for conger, ray, dogfish and flatfish.

21.
DINGLE HARBOUR MOUTH: Bottom fishing for conger, dogfish and spinning for pollack and mackerel.

22.
TRABEG: Beach fishing on eastern side of river for dogfish, flatfish and occasional bass. Thornback ray taken during summer months.

23.
INCH: Surf fishing for flounder, dogfish, small turbot and occasional bass. Ray acid spurdog taken in calm conditions during summer months.

24.
CASTLEMAINE HARBOUR: Bottom fishing for flounder, bass and freshwater eels. Flood tide best using crab.

KILLSHANNIG: Lugworm plentiful. Some crab can be collected on rocky outcrops.

B.
FERMOYLE: Lugworm and some clam at back of Fermoyle Strand. 

C.
CLOGHANE: Crab can be collected on western side of estuary. 

D.
MILLTOWN: Lugworm and clam can be dug in Militown estuary. 

E.
CASTLEMAINE HARBOUR: Lugworm can be dug in estuary near main road.
