Shore Angling Map Clew Bay

1.
CARROWNISKY STRAND. Surf fishing for flounder, dogfish, small turbot and occasional bass. Distance casting during calm spells produces ray. Two hours either side of high water most productive.

2.
EMLAGH. Surf fishing for flounder, dogfish, small turbot, occasional ray and bass. Spinning from the rocks on the point for seatrout. Last three hours of flood tide to high water best.

3.
ROONAGH QUAY. Float fishing from rocks to south west of quay for wrasse and coalfish. Spinning for pollack and mackerel in season. Half tide to high water best.

4.
CARROWMORE STRAND. Surf fishing for flounder, dabs, occasional seatrout and odd bass. Mullet have also been taken on small fish baits at river mouth. First two hours of flood tide and high water most productive.

5.
OLD HEAD. Spinning from various rock platforms for pollack, coalfish, occasional seatrout, mackerel and garfish in season. Float fishing for wrasse. Bottom fishing over sandy patches for plaice, dabs, gurnards, pouting, dogfish, bullhuss and odd ray. Conger in rocky gullies. High water best.

6.
OLD HEAD PIER. Spinning in summer for mackerel and small pollack. Bottom fishing over sand for dogfish, flounder, plaice, odd bass and ray. Night tides most productive.

7.
KILLSALLAGH. Spinning from rocks below old schoolhouse at high water for pollack and mackerel in season. Float fishing for wrasse close to the rock. Gurnards and flatfish over sand.

8.
LECANVY PIER. Two hours either side of high water most productive for flounder, dogfish and occasional ray while bottom fishing. Spinning for mackerel and pollack. Float fishing for mullet. Pre‑baiting necessary.

9.
BERTRAW STRAND. Spinning from stony reef in middle of western facing beach for occasional bass and seatrout. Specimen bass have been recorded there. Beach fishing for flounder. Spinning from the point on the first two hours of the flood for mackerel, pollack, odd bass and seatrout. Bottom fishing for dogfish, bullhuss and occasional tope. In the deep, slack water pool behind Bertraw Island, ray and monkfish may also be encountered by distance casters.

10.
WESTPORT QUAY. Bottom fishing from quay wall at high water for freshwater eels and flounder. From the western end of the quay, conger have also been taken. Mullet can be caught while float fishing but pre‑baiting is essential.

11.
ROSSMONEY. Walk 200 yards to the right of the pier to the point and fish inside a large rock outcrop. Casting over mud for dogfish, bullhuss and conger. A 70 to 100 yards cast is required to put a bait among fish. One hour either side of low water most productive.

12.
ROSNAKILLY. Bottom fishing from south eastern point for dogfish, bullhuss and small pollack.

13.
ROSS. Bottom fishing from northern shore for dogfish, bullhuss and flounder.

14.
ROSSANRUBBLE. Bottom fishing east of pier and on northern shore for ray, dogfish and bullhuss. Spinning for mackerel in season.

15.
NEWPORT QUAY. Floatfishing at end of quay for mullet, pre‑baiting necessary. Spinning for seatrout and bottom fishing for flounder. First two hours of flood tide best.

16.
FURNACE LAKE OUTFLOW. Float fishing for mullet. Pre‑baiting necessary. Specimen mullet have been taken there.

17.
MALLARANNY. Beach fishing on strand for dogfish, small turbot, ray, flounder and occasional bass. Specimen bass have been recorded there. Flooding tide best, especially at night. Spinning from pier for mackerel and small pollack. Float fishing for wrasse. Casting from pier over sand (60 yards approximately) to east for dogfish and ray.

18.
ALTAPHEEBERA. Spinning from rocks from various stations for pollack, mackerel and coalfish. Bottom fishing over mixed ground for dogfish, ray, conger and occasional flounder and plaice.

19.
WHITEHEATHER COTTAGE. Spinning from rocks in deep water for pollack, mackerel and occasional garfish. Bottom fishing for dogfish and conger. Float fishing for wrasse. High water most productive.

20.
CORRAUN. Spinning for pollack and mackerel from various rock platforms. Bottom fishing for conger, dogfish and bullhuss. Float fishing for wrasse. High water best.

BAIT

A.
CARROWMORE STRAND. Sandeel can be dug in numbers on low water springs. Occasional razor fish and white ragworm.

B.
MURRISK. Lugworm (mainly small but in vast numbers). Occasional clam.

C.
ROSSBEG. Lugworm and clam (especially opposite the quay). Razor fish at low water springs. White ragworm. Crab around rocky reefs in north eastern corner of bay.

D.
ROSSTURK. Lugworm and clam on mudflats to east of Owengarve river. 

E.
ROSSMURREVAGH. Lugworm and clam on western bank of Bunnahowna river mouth.

F.
MALLARANNY, Sandeel in coarse sand on banks of main channel.

G.
CORRAUN. Lugworm in small western facing bay opposite Cloghmore.

NOTE:‑ Some of the islands offer good shore fishing for a wide variety of species including bullhuss. spurdog, dogfish, ray, conger and flatfish. Most of these venues, however, can only be reached by boat.

It should also be noted that a state licence is required for seatrout fishing.
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
